The Cost of EAP

Studying abroad through EAP can
be comparable to the cost of study
at UCSB.

EAP participants pay
UC fees and continue to receive
UC financial aid while abroad.
EAP students are also eligible for
special grants and scholarships
from UC and other sources.

Where should | study abroad?

Most engineering students choose to
study abroad in a location where they
can do their coursework in English.
However, students with proficient
language background can find
excellent ME programs in the host
language.

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What classes should | take?

EAP students automatically earn UCSB
credit for the work they complete
abroad. However, application of credit
to major requirements is subject to the
discretion of the department.

A study plan consisting of the equiva-
lents of UCSB’s junior year ME courses,
or, alternatively, one for the summer
covering the engineering general
education requirements has proven

to be a successful strategy for our
students. Use the EAP Course Catalog
to search for courses EAP students
have taken by major, location and/or
keyword. For example, you could
search for courses taught in English
with “thermo” in the keyword. You
should also navigate to the host coun-
tries websites to learn more about their
departments and course offerings.

Studying abroad as an engineering
major may seem challenging, but
meeting challenges is what engineers
do best. This is a challenge that will
produce positive results. Consult with
the College EAP advisor to create a
program customized to fit your degree
requirement needs. You can build a
four-year schedule to fulfill your degree
requirements, study abroad, gain

the experience of a lifetime, and still
graduate on time.

When should | study abroad?

While it is possible for ME majors to
go abroad at almost any point in the
academic careers, in most cases either
the junior year (or a portion thereof) or
the summer before or after the junior
year fits best with the structure of the

go, start the planning process NOW!

All students should consult with
the ME Undergraduate Advisor to
discuss timely completion of major
requirements.

How do | get started?

Consult the EAP webpages to see
what programs best suit you. Using
the EAP Course Catalog and the host
university’s website, develop a study
plan outlining what requirements you
plan to fulfill abroad.

Visit the UCSB EAP office, 2431 South
Hall, to speak to a student peer
advisor who has recently returned from
studying abroad.

Make an appointment to meet with the
College EAP advisor: EAP@engineering.
ucsb.edu. Ask the EAP advisor for

the names of mechanical engineering
majors who have studied abroad that
you could contact.

Plan Ahead!

Applications are due as much

as eight months prior to the
program’s start date and some

programs have academic or

language prerequisites that must
be satisfied in advance. Check
the EAP website for application
deadlines:
